PROCEDURAL GUIDELINE FOR PICKING OF PROTECTED PLANTS BY COMPANIES

1. Before the application form is filled in the applicant must visit the site where plants need to be removed and determine which species of protected plants will be removed.

2. Obtain the written letter with detail mentioned in application form, from the land-owner or his or her plenipotentiary where plants will be removed.

3. Each member belonging to the company decides beforehand what plant species he or she will be collecting.

4. Each member of the given company must complete the application form in full.

5. The application form must be signed by the applicant.

6. The application form must be accompanied with the prescribed permit processing fee. [R100 where application is for non-commercial purposes and R500 where it is for commercial purposes]

7. Submit permit application with permit processing fee and written letter from land-owner or his or her plenipotentiary to the CITES and Permit Management Office in Polokwane by post, by hand or by e-mail [if documents where scanned].

8. The application will be processed within 30 working days.

9. The Department may require any additional information from the applicant which may be necessary to make a formal decision.

10. The Department will send an Officer to the site where plants need to be collected for an inspection prior to a permit be issued.

11. The Department may consult with experts in relation to plant conservation etc.

12. A permit for the picking of protected plants as applied for will be issued if such application is approved.

13. A written letter with explanations will be forwarded to applicant if application is not approved.

14. Permits which have been issued will be posted to applicant. Applicant can also arrange for collection of permit by hand or if paid for by applicant, by courier service.
