6.3 Results:

Briefly describe the format in which results are expected. Who would have access to the data? The proposal shall clearly indicate when and how the results will be published [at least one scientific and one popular publication must be published with the Limpopo community as the target group]. 
6.4 Conclusion:

If possible, describe the sort of conclusion expected from the research and the value of these conclusions.

7 CONSERVATION/COMMUNITY VALUE OF PROJECT

The application will first be evaluated in accordance with relevant environmental legislation.

The application will then be forwarded to the Manager for Biodiversity Management for their inputs and recommendations. They will where applicable consult with any scientist or scientific institution.

Top management will evaluate all the provided facts and take a decision on the application.

If approved a permit will be issued to the applicant. 

If the project proposal is not approved, it will be forward back to the applicant together with the reason/s for not approval.
